Cycling and scooters
Bicycles can been ridden on bridleways and cycle routes 
- which are indicated in green on the map. These routes 
are also used by pedestrians, horse riders and dog walkers. 
Cycling is not allowed on footpaths. Find out how long it 
will take to cycle or scooter from home to school.

Public transport: bus
Not everyone can walk, cycle or scooter to school 
so using public transport is the next best option for 
environmental reasons. It also keeps the area around 
the school safer for everyone. It’s also good for 
children, when appropriate, to gain the skills to travel 
independently, and they can really value the social time 
with friends. 

The nearest bus stops and train station (if available) to 
the school are shown on the map. Some things to think 
about before the first time your child goes to the school 
by public transport are:

Encourage your child to take the bus or train by •	
themselves or with a group of friends before the first 
day of term.

Make sure your child knows what to do if the bus or •	
train doesn’t come.

Find out where the nearest bus stop or train station is •	
to your home, and what time the bus or train will come. 

Public transport: train

You can also view the Definitive Map at public libraries, 
County Hall, Newport, and Planning Services, Seaclose, 
Fairlee Road, Newport. 

Walking
It takes around 15 minutes to walk from any point within 
the green circle on the map (overleaf) to the school. The 
footpaths – shown in red – might give short cuts. 

Before starting at school, you could perhaps do the walk 
from home to the school during the school holidays with 
your child, so you know the quickest, safest route, and 
how long it will take. Please note, many footpaths may 
not have lighting or a hard surface and may  be muddy 
when wet. There may also be gates and stiles.

Car
Sometimes car use is the only option. There are ways to 
do this in a safe and environmentally-friendly way.

Try to park outside the voluntary 300 metre exclusion 
zone (shown in pink on the map) to keep the area safe 
and clear for pedestrians and cyclists. Zigzags and 
double yellow lines outside schools are there to keep 
your child safe; please do not park on them at any time.

The law says that all children up to 135cm tall (around 
4’5”), or the age of 12, whichever comes first, in the 
front or rear seats in cars, must travel in the correct 
child restraint for their weight. For more information

Student Rider
Young people aged 5-19, who are Island residents, and 
in full time education, can travel by most Island bus and 
rail services for a single flat fare. Student Rider cards 
are available from the school.

Park & Stride
There may be a Park & Stride site available, which 
will be shown on the map. Permits for this, if 
available, can be obtained from the school. If you 
can think of alternative sites to use, please let 
your school know.

In this leaflet you will find 
some general information 
about walking, cycling, bus and 
train travel to school, and how 
car use can be reduced, plus 
a map and information about 
travelling to your school.

Pedestrian crossings and road crossing patrols (lollipop 
people) – where available – are shown on the map. Please 
support your child to use these crossings safely. Please 
note, there may be times when the road crossing patrol 
may not be there. When they are ready, encourage your 
child to walk with friends.

School Transport
To find out if your child qualifies for free school 
transport, please contact  the school admissions 
team on (01983) 823455 or email 
school.admissions@iow.gov.uk including your 
name and address for a form. 

Before the first day, check your bike’s lights, brakes, 
tyres, and make sure the saddle and helmet are adjusted 
correctly. Bike shops will help if you need advice. Get a 
rucksack which is comfortable, preferably brightly coloured 
– encourage your child to decorate it to attract drivers’ 
attention.

Exercise can be a stress-buster at the end of the day, 
and a great opportunity for children and parents to spend 
some uninterrupted time together. 15 minutes’ walk 
twice a day gives adults and children alike up to half their 
required daily exercise, helping reduce obesity and stress-
related diseases. It’s great for the environment too – and 
free.
